The 
document is designed to affirm the park’s core mission and 
significance, key resources and values, and the interpretive 
themes that tell its stories. Formally established last Novem-
ber , the park marks the history of the mid-20th-century peo-
ple, science and events that led to creation of the atomic 
bomb in the top-secret effort known as the Manhattan Pro-
ject. Foundation documents are 
guidance tools individualized for 
each of the NPS’s 413 units to di-
rect basic park planning and man-
agement.

 October 9 1941, President Roosevelt asks Vannevar Bush 
to determine the cost of an atomic bomb and explore 
construction needs with the Army. 

 October 19 1942, General Groves establishes a separate 
scientific laboratory to design the atomic bomb. This be-
came Los Alamos, NM.
