Meadow Rover Guidelines for 2013 Season at Paradise
Before you arrive: 

Be sure you have in your pack: the 10 essentials including an emergency whistle. 

If possible, inform the meadow rover supervisor of your intent to rove on a particular day, including arrival time and anticipated departure.  See calendar to know how many are planned for each day.  Request a specific zone if it is open at mora_meadow_rovers@nps.gov the same way you would request a campsite.

Things to know when you Rove at Paradise :
If a radio is not available, remain in the RFZ (Radio Free Zone).  Radios will be assigned according to “zones”.  Please spend your rove time in the assigned area.  See the map.  
Know basic rules to protect the resource and the visitor (and the reasons behind them).  Keep the message positive.  
· Always stay on maintained trails.
· Pets are permitted in parking and picnic areas and patio and must be on a leash.
· Let flowers grow and make new seeds for more flowers next year.
· Protect wildlife – don’t let them eat human food.
· Sledding is dangerous for both visitors and the environment (except in our regulated snow play area during the winter).
Walk every trail at least once (where you feel comfortable);   know their value and limitations for recommending to visitors. Walk the perimeter of the parking lot and learn the important services, features, buildings.  

Locate the two water fountains; note that bathroom water is also potable.

Locate ALL the Handicapped Access areas!!   

First Aid Kit is available in the Visitor Center behind the information desk; also AED.
Know how to use a park radio for emergencies.
Every time you rove:


Sign in upstairs or at PI if early…  Likewise, sign out when you return. 
Get a radio if available.  Be sure to sign it in and out. 
Check the white board in the Meadow Rover Office.   Understand all the notes so that the Rangers and the Rovers have the same information. 
Paradise Trailhead, patio area, and parking lot are great places to make contacts!
Take along with you the blue trail maps, wildlife brochures, and flower brochures to hand to visitors who would like one.  And don’t forget to take along a litter bag! 
Also available is a set of laminated cards in several languages to help spread the message about caring for our meadows along with individual handouts.
