The Ford Papers
These papers contain personal and business correspondence, accounts, and ledger books of the Ford Family, who built and lived in the Ford Mansion (Washington’s Headquarters) from 1774 to 1873.

The collection contains approximately 2,000 manuscripts, relating primarily to legal and business matters concerning the family’s interests in the Morris County iron industry.
