From the Morristown Train Station
-The walk from the Morristown train station to the Washington’s Headquarters Museum is a bit more than ½ mile.

-Get off the train and walk east on route 510 (Morris Street).  The walk takes you over route 287, but it’s doable.  There are sidewalks to walk on.  Be careful walking across the entrance ramp to 287.

-When you get closer to the site, you’ll see signs pointing to Washington’s Headquarters unit of the park.  The Ford Mansion will be on your left (part of the park, a circa 1774 white, Georgian-style architecture house).  Walk up the few steps that meet the sidewalk and follow the path that takes you past the Ford Mansion and down to the Washington’s Headquarters Museum (a light yellow colored building).  All visits to the Washington’s Headquarters unit of the park begin in the Museum.

-(You also might see signs that direct cars farther down the road.  Don’t follow the signs for the cars.  People in cars need to drive around in circles because of the many one-way streets in town, but pedestrians can take the more direct route).
