Historic Ford Mansion to Receive Fire Suppression System

Mansion Temporarily Closed

MORRISTOWN, NJ - Randy W. Turner, Superintendent of Morristown National Historical Park (NHP), announces the temporary closure of the Ford Mansion for the installation of a fire suppression system. 
Monday, October 12, 2009 is the last day the house will be open for tours before it reopens in spring 2010. While the Ford Mansion is closed, other improvements and updates to it will occur such as new carpeting, additional lighting and new furniture/exhibit arrangements.

During the Ford Mansion renovation project, the adjacent 1930s Washington's Headquarters Museum will remain open daily from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. 
The museum includes two exhibit galleries, a 20-minute introductory video, a PowerPoint presentation of the furnished house and a free color- illustrated souvenir booklet of the Ford Mansion's interior. 
Additionally, staff and volunteers will offer fifteen-minute gallery talks, featuring exhibited items from the park's collection. The talks will be given on the hour and half hour, in the mornings from 9:30 to 11:30 a.m. and in the afternoons from 1:00 to 4:00 p.m.
