1. Keep these memorable objects in your 
family.

2. Look into donating your collection to your 
local historical society.  Keeping objects in 
the context of their community makes them 
so much more meaningful.  When removed, 
they tend to lose some of their significance.   

 

3. If items are of national significance, consider 
donating them to one of the many military 
repositories.
