                         

Objective:  Students will research the life of a child in antebellum times.

Method:  Students will collect pictures of clothing, toys, games, food and family activities of children           during the antebellum period.

Suggested Procedure:

1. Working in pairs, students will write about what they think life was like as a child during the Antebellum Period.

2. The teacher will make a presentation of life during the Antebellum Period.

3. In groups, students will research local web sites that would include pre Civil War clothing, toys, games, food and family activities of children. (You may also contact local people and resources.)
4. Each group will present their project on individual subjects to the class.      
5. Working in respective pairs, students will compare and contrast life in the Antebellum Period to life of today’s child.
Evaluation: 

     Students will write an essay entitled Life as a Child in the Antebellum Period.

Extension: 

Students will tour the Melrose site and will participate in the Join the Army program and play available games such as croquet, stilts and hoop rolls.
