

Grades:  7-12 grades
Subject(s):  English/Social Studies

Duration:  Four 50 minute class periods

Objective:  Students will understand the importance of maintaining a personal diary for cultural preservation.

Materials:  

1.  NNHP Between Two Worlds
2. The Barber of Natchez
3. Resource McMurran diary from Melrose.
Supplemental Materials:  

1.  Johnson Family Time Line

2. Brochures from the William Johnson House and Melrose

Suggested Procedure:

1.  Students will take a field trip to the William Johnson House and Melrose National Historical Park to participate in the William Johnson’s Natchez, or the William Johnson GPS tour.
2. Students will listen to excerpts from the diary of William Johnson.

3. Teacher will read excerpts from the diary of Mrs. McMurran.

4. Students will model diary entries from the perspective of William Johnson’s slaves or family members OR McMurran’s slaves or family members.
Evaluation:

Oral presentations and teacher graded submissions based on historical accuracy, point of view, and characterization.
