NATCHEZ, MS-  Natchez National Historical Park presents "Christmas at Melrose", a FREE holiday program, on December 10th, 11th, and 12th from 10:00am until 5:00pm at the Melrose estate. House tours will be FREE on these three days as well as special programming for all ages including storytelling by Rosa Ashby Metoyer of Alexandria, La, garden tours, Victorian ornament making, period games, and music throughout the day.
This year’s program depicts the holiday season of 1860, and focuses on the people and thoughts leading up to the Civil War. Interpreters will guide visitors inside the mansion which will be decorated to reflect a Christmas typical of the time period. Tours will be offered every half an hour beginning at 10:00am and the last tour departing at 4:00pm.  Tours will be limited to 20 people each.  Upon arrival, be sure to stop in the visitor center and pick up your FREE ticket required for entrance inside the house.

In addition, several outbuildings including the slave quarters, the dairy, and the carriage house will be open for viewing and will house special exhibits.  Light refreshments will be served.  Park staff will be accepting nonperishable food items.  All items collected will be donated to the Natchez Stewpot.

Music will be provided throughout the day on Saturday.  At 10:30am, Girl Scout Troup #5392 will be singing Christmas carols to earn their caroling badge.  All interested girl scouts are invited to join in the caroling to earn their badges as well.  In addition, the Brook Mont Strings Plus will be playing at various times on Saturday.
