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Designs to reconstruct the Lincoln
Memorial Reflecting Pool and provide
adjacent walkways have been approved,
and work is projected to begin by the
end of 2010 and last for 18-24 months.
The project is funded by the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act.

Shrubs around the historic
Lockkeeper’'s House have
been removed, improving

visibility of the structure, as
well as sightlines for drivers
and pedestrians.

Work to stabilize and repair the
seawall and the plaza in front of the
Thomas Jefferson Memorial began in
spring 2010 and is scheduled to be
completed by June 2011. The project
is being funded by the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act.
