
List of things to bring for collection of aquatic invertebrates and fish-shocking 

 

(1) A hat, preferably one that will cover the back of your neck 

(2) Bandanas, possibly, 2 or more 

(3)  Clothes that you don’t mind getting wet, sweaty or dirty. Bring a spare set to 
change into at the end of the day. 

(4)   If collecting aquatic invertebrates wear a pair of old sneakers – no sandals 
please (there is glass in the river)  

(5)  Leave all jewelry at home - if you lose it in the river it is gone for good. 

(6)  You will wear a lifejacket at all times while in the river.  

(7)  We have clip – on polarized sun glasses for those who wear glasses.  If you 
have prescription polarized sun glasses you may wish to wear them.   

(8)  Packed lunch and some snacks  

(9)  Water, lots of water (at least 2 quarts) – some frozen if possible 

(10) Don’t wear cologne, perfume, scented deodorant, hair spray/gel, – these 
attract bugs that may want to eat or pollinate you.  Also, if you use a scented 
shampoo or conditioner before going out, the bugs will like that, too.  

(11) Contact information is a must – if there is a cancelation we can call and tell 
you 

(12) Your shoe size, to fit you with a pair of waders (waders run in men’s size only) 

(13)  Be prepared for a long day on the New River.
