Ninety Six National Historic Site is perhaps one of the richest cultural sites of the colonial period and the American Revolution in the South. As the site of two Revolutionary War battles, two Cherokee War battles, a trading post, three forts and two towns, Ninety Six is the key to understanding the multi-layered history of the Carolina backcountry. The first land battle south of New England during the American Revolution occurred here in November 1775. This is also the site of the longest field siege of the American Revolution (May 22-June 18, 1781). This is a unit of the National Park Service, a bureau of the United States Department of the Interior. There is no admission cost or program fee for this site.

[bookmark: _GoBack]School Programs Please call the park (864) 543-4068 (teachers only) to speak to a ranger to schedule your trip. Field trips can be scheduled Wednesday – Friday. When you call, please have two dates in mind in the event that your first choice is not available. Make your reservations as far in advance as possible (no less than 2 weeks prior to your planned day of visit). We will need to know your name, telephone number, address, date of visit and time of arrival, number of students and adults, grade level, length of stay and selection of programs/facilities. Plan on spending at least 2 hours on site for your scheduled visit to Ninety Six National Historic Site.
-Visitor Center is open Wednesday – Sunday, 9 am to 4 pm and closed Monday-Tuesday. Restrooms are located across from the Visitor Center. Please note: You will be sharing these areas with other visitors.  

-Museum contains a reproduction 3-pounder cannon and artifacts of the period are displayed with informational panels. (10 minutes).  

-Video Presentation   Ninety Six: Crossroads of a Revolution This movie covers the history of the site and is typically shown prior to touring the battlefield. The film is recommended for Grades 4 and above. The film is rated “PG” and may be too graphic and the sound effects scary for younger viewers.  The theater can seat 40 people.  Students will receive an introduction from a ranger. (30 minutes)

- Gift Shop/Bookstore operated by Eastern National offers books, postcards, and theme-related souvenirs for purchase. Several items for younger visitors are priced less than $10.  If your students plan to purchase any items, please remind them that tax is NOT included in the sticker price. Teachers receive a 15% discount on all items in the bookstore with school identification card.  

-Battlefield Trail/ Ranger- Led Walk (outside) 
The paved 1-mile trail includes wayside exhibits, the site of the 1781 siege and original Star Fort, historic roads, reconstructed earthworks and stockade fort, and the site of the Town of Ninety Six. (1 hour and 15-minute walking tour includes stops along the way.) The park can accommodate up to 50 students on one tour.

-Picnic Area: 
The park offers approximately 6-8 picnic tables and lawn for the students to have a picnic lunch. The tables are available on a first come, first serve basis. The tables are located near the Visitor Center and restrooms. Trash and recycling receptacles are placed here; please help ensure all disposables are placed in the appropriate bins. 

On the day of the visit:
· Please plan to arrive in time to start your program as scheduled. This includes restroom breaks and sign in. If your group is late, you may be inconvenienced as there may be other groups scheduled throughout the day.
· For us to better serve you, please have your groups in numbers of no more than 60 with a chaperone ration of 1:10. The park appreciates and expects all chaperones and teachers to remain with their group at all times. 
· Groups walking on the Battlefield should wear comfortable shoes and dress appropriate for outdoor walking/weather conditions.
· Designated bus parking is located just past the main parking area. Do not idle engines.  
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
