Summary: The North Cascades ecosystem has numerous weather stations scattered
about, but very few in the high elevation areas. These high country areas are home to
glaciers, snowfields, and subalpine and alpine plants and animals — all resources at
significant risk as global warming continues. Funding for this project would correct that
deficiency and permit the installation of a high elevation climate station near Silver
Glacier in the northernmost reaches of the North Cascades National Park Service
Complex. This location coincides with one of the long-term glacier monitoring sites in
the park.
