
National Register/National Historic Landmark Workshop
Virginia City, Nevada
September 28 - 29, 2010:  Please note date change!


The Nevada State Historic Preservation Office and the National Park Service are sponsoring a two-day workshop on the National Register and National Historic Landmarks programs, to be held in Virginia City, Nevada, on September 28-29, 2010.[footnoteRef:1]  The target audience is staff of state historic preservation offices, federal historic preservation offices, tribal historic preservation offices, and NPS regional offices.  Workshop sessions will be held at the Comstock History Center.  The emphasis of the workshop will be archeological sites and traditional cultural places.  Topics related to other property types also will be discussed, and archeology topics are intended to address the interface of archeology with other resources.  TCPs and the National Historic Landmarks Program will be the focus of the second day. [1:  This workshop was originally scheduled for September 15-16, 2010.  Due to a conflict, it had to be rescheduled.] 

Accommodation for workshop participants has been reserved at the Silverland Inn and Suites at 100 North E Street in Virginia City.  Rooms cost $86.90/night ($79 + tax), including breakfast.  Please call 888-859-4119 or 775-847-4484 to place a reservation.  A number of rooms have been reserved for workshop participants from September 27 - 30 (the extra night after the workshop ends will accommodate people who want to stay in Virginia City longer).  The rooms will be held for participants at this rate until September 1.
Those not driving to Virginia City can fly to Reno and reach Virginia City by rental car.  Meeting planners will attempt to help people not renting a car at the airport connect with people who are renting cars.  The cost of the workshop is $15 for one day or $25 for both days.  Please register by September 1.
