The Teacher-Ranger will have the opportunity to work on various projects and activities including, but not limited to, conducting Junior Ranger and interpretive programs, writing and/or reviewing curriculum-based school activities for all grades, participating in local community activities, and working behind the information desk at the Visitor Center.   You will be required to wear the TRT uniform during National Park Week and do presentations about the National Park Service for your school. 
The intent of the Teacher to Ranger to Teacher Program is to provide well-rounded experiences for teachers to work alongside park rangers in National Park sites. From their experiences, teachers will develop National Park Service related materials to be shared with their students in the classroom and visitors to the National Park site.
