BACKGROUND:  Once the transcontinental migration was complete, some cultures settled in different areas of the Southeast and began building mound structures. Students will learn that the Ocmulgee mounds are only one of several moundbuilding areas in the Southeast.

	1. After discussing Georgia prehistory and the Southeast's moundbuilding cultures, students examine brochures and pictures depicting several major mound sites in the state: 
a. Ocmulgee National Monument 
b. Kolomoki Mounds 
c. Rock Eagle 

d. Etowah Indian Mounds 

e. Sautee-Nacoochee Mound                                                                        
2. Students locate the city nearest each of these historicals site and use stapler or tacks and string to connect each city on a map with appropriate brochure or picture. Students estimate mileage between cities where mounds are located and this information plot on a mileage chart. 

3. Students label the 5 mounds and cities on a Georgia map worksheet (Ocmulgee National Monument-Macon; Kolomoki:-Blakely, Rock Eagle-Eatonton; Etowah-Cartersville; Sautee-Nacoochee-Helen)
