BACKGROUND:  The buffalo or American bison once lived in Georgia, but disappeared shortly after European settlement. Southeastern Indians once made masks representing animals important to them to use during ceremonial dances. They used a wide variety of natural materials for mask making. Make a buffalo mask using materials available today. 

This lesson will enable students to realize the importance of bison and other natural resources to the Native Americans. 
	PROCEDURES
	MATERIALS

	1. Using the supplied template, draw a buffalo head on heavy paper or thin cardboard. 

2. Cut out the buffalo head. 

3. Cut out horns from white poster board or paper and glue them to the buffalo head. 

4. Tear brown paper into strips approximately 1/2' long by 1' wide. 
5. Curl the strips around a pencil. 

6. Starting at the bottom, glue the strips of paper to the mask. Work towards top until the entire mask is covered.

7. Add eyes and nose made of buttons or paper scraps. 

8. Glue a dowel or ruler to the back. 

9. Listen to American Indian music and create dance movements for a "Buffalo Dance," using the mask. 

10. Wrap-Up: brainstorm for ideas relating to how geography and natural resources have influenced the subjects and materials used by artists (e.g., how important must the buffalo be for the native Americans to create a dance about them?).
