Park Flight Participates in SCSCB Meeting

Carol Beidleman gave a paper on the Park Flight Migratory Bird Program at the16th meeting of The Society for the Conservation and Study of Caribbean Birds (SCSCB) in San Juan, Puerto Rico, with 17 countries represented.  The Park Flight Program has initiated migratory bird projects in Grenada and the Bahamas, in partnership with Rare.  The SCSCB is the largest single regional organization committed to the conservation of wild birds and their habitats in the Greater Caribbean region.  The overarching objective of the SCSCB is to increase the ability of Caribbean ornithologists, resource managers, conservation organizations, institutions, and local citizens to conserve the birds of the Caribbean and their habitats.  
Salvadoran and Mexican Biologists Assist Park Flight at Point Reyes/Golden Gate

Roselvy Juárez Jovel from El Salvador and  Adrián Gutiérrez Pérez from Mexico are participating in three-month international internship for the Park Flight Migratory Bird Program project at Point Reyes National Seashore and Golden Gate National Recreation Area, in cooperation with project partner PRBO Conservation Science (Point Reyes Bird Observatory).  These NPS units have hosted Latin American Park Flight interns in past years.  Based at the Palomarin Field Station, Roselvy will assist with standardized mist-netting, banding, and interpreting these operations to the public.  Adrián will assist with the migratory bird education and outreach program to the public, children, and teachers, including local Latino communities, and will assist with banding demonstrations.  Roselvy has collaborated on migratory and resident bird monitoring and research in Salvadoran national parks with Park Flight partner SalvaNATURA.  Adrián is a 4th grade school teacher from Jalisco, Mexico, where he has studied endangered bird species and has also worked in the Sierra Gorda Biosphere Reserve and Chamela-Cuixmala Biosphere Reserve. Panamanian and Guatemalan Biologists Assist Park Flight at Bandelier

Isella Díaz Uribe from Panama and Daniel Tenez Rivas from Guatemala are participating in a three-month international internship for the Park Flight Migratory Bird Program project at Bandelier National Monument.  This NPS unit has hosted Latin American Park Flight interns in past years.  Isella and Daniel will assist with mist-netting and banding of Neotropical migratory birds during fall migration, working with NPS staff and community volunteers in the field.  In cooperation with project partners Pajarito Environmental Education Center and Hawks Aloft, they will also provide bird-oriented interpretive programs for school children and adults, including banding demonstrations and leading field trips to Bandelier for Spanish-speaking and Native American pueblo children of Los Alamos County and nearby areas.  They will also give presentations on the bird conservation work being done in their home countries.  In Panama, Isella has assisted with the Raptors Ocean to Ocean migration monitoring project for the Panama Audubon Society and Smithsonian Tropical Research Institute, and with the MoSI (Monitoreo de Sobrevivencia Invernal) program which measures over-wintering survival of migratory birds in the Neotropics.  Daniel is the Partners in Flight national coordinator for Guatemala, works with the Ornithology Society of Guatemala and National Protected Areas Council of Guatemala, and has done bird monitoring projects in Sierra del Lacandón National Park and Cerro San Gil Protected Area.
