June 1–Apr. 15 2 cutthroat trout or 2 hatchery steelhead or one of each; 14 
inch minimum size limit.

Salmon Feb. 1–Aug. 31 Artificial lures with barbless single 
point hook only from Feb. 1-Apr. 
30.  Bait, treble and barbed hooks 
allowed all other dates.   
 

Can retain 2 salmon.  Release wild Chinook and wild coho..
Sept. 1–Nov. 30 Can retain 2 salmon plus 2 additional hatchery coho.

Steelhead and 
Trout 

May 1–May 31 Catch-and-release except 2 hatchery steelhead may be retained. 
June 1–Nov. 30 2 cutthroat trout or 2 hatchery steelhead or one of each; 14 

inch minimum size limit.
Dec. 1–Apr. 30 2 cutthroat trout or 2 hatchery steelhead or one of each; 14 

inch minimum size limit.
