Criteria for Waiver of Fees

Entrance fees may be waived for groups visiting the Monument for educational purposes, provided the applicant and purpose of the visit meet the established criteria described below.  Application for an educational fee waiver must be made at least two weeks, but not more than six months, in advance.

To request waiver of entrance fees, applicants must supply the Monument Fee Manager with the following:

· A completed Application for Waiver of Fees
With the Application for Waiver of Fees, applicants should include:

· A Letter on Institutional Letterhead, stating the purpose of the visit, signed by the person requesting the waiver, addressing the criteria below:

· A written description of the purpose of the visit: a detailed account of what will be studied, how they intend to study it, and why it must be studied in Organ Pipe Cactus National Monument.  A blanket statement that the visit is for educational purposes is not adequate. 
· A specific statement of how the visit to Organ Pipe Cactus National Monument will relate directly to the course of study or research.  Copies of lesson plans, course descriptions, and daily activity schedules are recommended.
· Documentation of Official Recognition (for example: a tax i. d. number) of the institution/organization as an educational or scientific institution by federal, state, or local government bodies. This documentation should be on official letterhead signed by the official who has the authority to confer this recognition.  Non-accredited school groups may present a letter from the governing state or local body attesting to the legitimacy of the group as an educational entity.
