LOST MAN CAVE
Lost Man Cave is gated to protect the contents of the cave including the cave life forms that live there, and to protect unprepared visitors from harm.

Recreational permits to visit Lost Man Cave are available between Memorial Day and Labor Day. A rough road, requiring high clearance vehicles, provides access to the cave area. A trail leads 100 yards to the cave. If a high-clearance vehicle is not available a walk of one mile is required.
Lost Man Cave consists of approximately 1000ft of passages. The cave has numerous beautiful speleothems (stalactites, stalagmites, and flowstones) that are delicate. Deep mud is present in parts of the cave. Tight holes exist in the cave and should not be entered; it is not true that you can get out of anything you get into.
A visit to Lost Man Cave will require the visitor to climb down the entrance drops. A nylon rope or handline is required. A belay is strongly recommended. 

Please respect the cave during your visit. In the past, prior to gating, Lost Man Cave was subject to heavy, and frequently inappropriate, usage. Visitors must keep out of pools of water that support cave life. Try to keep to areas that already have been traveled. Please help us preserve this cave and its environment for future visitors.
All other rules and regulations for permit caves apply.
