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 Chief Ranger Greg Moss Retiring at Ozark National Scenic Riverways
Greg Moss, Chief Ranger at Ozark National Scenic Riverways, is hanging up his ranger hat after 32 years of federal service at parks from Alaska to the Virgin Islands.   
Exploring the woods, fields, and creeks around the family farm in central Illinois as a child sparked his interest in the natural world.  After a stint in the Army, he decided to major in Wildlife and Fisheries at Montana State University in Bozeman.  He was introduced to the National Park Service when he met an elderly woman at a nursing home where he was volunteering.  She shared her travel stories and photo albums with him.  These stories and inside the albums were the scenic grandeur of the National Parks.  Greg was hooked and wanted to experience these places himself.

Greg’s National Park Service career began at Glacier National Park during the summer of 1978 where he gave tours, talks, and campfire programs for the visitors.  After three seasons at Glacier, he moved to the wilds of Alaska to Katmai National Park.  Greg would go on to work at four other national parks in Alaska:  Kobuk Valley National Park, Lake Clark National Park, Denali National Park and Yukon-Charley Rivers National Preserve.   The other nine parks in the Lower Forty-eight that Greg has worked were: Everglades National Park (FL), Mount Rainier National Park (WA), Grand Canyon National Park (AZ), Glen Canyon National Recreation Area (AZ), Death Valley National Monument (now National Park) (CA), Guadalupe Mountains National Park (TX), North Cascades National Park (WA), John Day Fossil Beds National Monument (OR), and Sequoia National Park (CA).  He also worked in Hawaii at Haleakala National Park and in the Virgin Islands at Virgin Islands National Park.  Greg served as Chief Ranger at Ozark National Scenic Riverways since 2007 where he had oversight of the Law Enforcement, Visitor Protection, Fire, Search and Rescue, Emergency Medical Services, and User Fees functions of the park.
A celebration of Greg’s career was Thursday, October 21.  He’ll be packing up his office, turning in property, tying up final loose projects, taking down the flag, and locking the door on Friday, October 22.
