6. Which was better, mules or oxen, for hauling heavy freight wagons from 
Missouri to Santa Fe? 
 
 
7. Kozlowski and “Pigeon” were two foreigners whose names are used in sites 
within the park. Who were these people, what did they do, and when did they do it? 
 
 
8. Why do so many visitors from the 1920’s to the 1980’s have such good memories 
of the Forked Lightning Ranch? Why is the Ranch House worth preserving?
