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Fall Fishing Program at Pecos National Historical Park

Superintendent Karl Cordova is pleased to announce the fall fishing program at Pecos National Historical Park. Pecos NHP will host three miles of fishing opportunity on the Pecos River through a pilot special use permit program. 

The pilot fishing program begins Thursday, September 10th and ends Monday, November 16th. The program will run Thursdays through Mondays, 8:30 am to 3:00 pm. 

For the fishing program, the river is divided into three sections. Up to three anglers will be allowed per section. Two sections, or up to six anglers per day, will be available on a reservation system; the remaining section, or up to three anglers per day, will be available first- come first-served. The program allows catch and release only.

To take part in the program, anglers can either make advanced reservations or show up at the park visitor center the day of fishing for the three first-come first-served spaces. There is a $25 per person fishing permit fee in addition to the $7 per person park entrance fee; both are payable the day of fishing.
