with other ships; each division of 
ships competes with other divisions 
and each fleet competes with other 
fleets. And finally, in case of national 
emergency, our Navy will compete 
wfh  other navies of the world. Even 
this last competition may still be 
classed as amateur athletics. That is, 
there is no direct financial return for 
winning the contest; the rules are the 
rules of international law and the 
judges are the nations of the world. 
The last war is a good example of a 
nation that violated the rules (unlaw- 
ful submarine warfare) and the jud- 
ges (the rest of the world) combined 
to disqualify her (by assisting the 
other nations). 

A great many people speak of luck 
and the breaks of the game. There is  
really no such thing as luck in a con- 
test of skill. The lucky blow in the 
ring never would have landed if the 
opponent had been prepared to block 
or dodge. The fumble in football 
means that some player did not hold 
the ball. The armed force that sur- 
prises the enemy and destroys them 
can only do so if the enemy has not 
taken proper precautions against sur- 
prise. 

Sportsmanship also applies to the 
loser. I t  is apparent that in a contest 
some-ne must win and someone must 
lose. A tie or draw is possible but 
n ~ t  of frequent occurrence. It  is no 
disgrace lo lose. The loser usually 
works harder and puts more into the 
contest than the winner. A man who 
puts out everything he has and sticks 
to it to the end of the bout or game 
really deserves as much if not more 
credit than the winner who, due to his 
superior skill, usually has a much 
easier time of it. Remember that only 
a few of us can be champions. The 
rest of us are the losers or would 
be if we were in the contest. 

In all these contests which are such 
a large part of the life and work in 
the Navy there are prizes for those 
who ex-el, such as advancement in 
rathg, prize money, etc., but the true 
satisfaction and pleasure derived from 
winning any contest is the satisfaction 
of knowing that you have proved 
yourself the better man. This true 
satisfaction can only be realized by 
those who have a real understanding 
of the meaning of "Sportsm&hip."
