The U. S. S. Pecos, a tanker,
was ordered to fill to capacity
with fuel oil, general provisions,
blankets and stores and to “take on
board all Navy medical officers and
medical supplies available” and to
proceed with all speed to Yoko-
hama. The Borie, a destroyer, ar-
rived at Nagasaki on Sept. 4, to
forma link in the radio relay chain.

The Stewart and five other de-
stroyers proceeded at once to Yo-
kohama. The Stewart is equipped
with the Zonic depth finding  ap-
partus to take -soundings im-~the
harbor of Yokohama.

Destroyer Division 42, consist-
ing of six destroyers, proceedéd to
Tientsin, China, and loaded food-
stuffs, medical supplies and per-
sonnel from the Marine detach-
ment at Peking, in order to pro-
ceed to Yokohama at full speed.

The chairman of the shipping
board placed their tonnage under
the command of Admiral Ander-
son. *

The United States Steel Corpor-
ation placed three of their fast
freighters under the command of
Admiral Anderson.

The U. 8. 8. Artic has already
started from San Francisco to Jap-
an with a cargo of supplies.

Briefly, the engineering year be-
gins on July 1st and ends on June
30th of the following year.

The battleship
which shows the greatest im-
provement in merit over the pre-
ceding year shall paint a Red “E”
as above and each man in the en-
gineer force and others recom-
mended by the C, O, are awarded
a money prize of $5.00, Each man
obtaining prize money is entitled
of course to wear the coveted “E”
on his sleeve.

-The Battle -Efficiency Pennant
is awarded to  the battleship
which has the highest battle effii-
ciency merit for the year. This
vessels flies the Battle Efficiency
Pennant known as the “meat ball”
To obtain battle efficiency merit
the gunnery merit and engineer-
ing merit are combined, the gun-
nery merit counting six tenths and
the engineering merit four tenths.
