Most of the slaves left behind escaped behind Union lines in the spring and summer of 1862.

A living historian will give three first person presentations about Confederate spy, Rose O’Neal Greenhow.  
In July 1861, Rose Greenhow operated a Confederate spy ring in the United States’ capital city. She passed information onto Confederate General Pierre Beauregard telling him to expect the movement of the first Union troops against Manassas Railroad Junction in Northern Virginia. In August 1861, she was placed on house arrest and in early 1862 she was jailed at Old Capitol Prison in Washington, D.C. In May 1862, she was released to be exiled to the Confederacy. Greenhow arrived at City Point (now Hopewell) in June 1862 before being sent by train to Petersburg and then to Richmond. She spent most of 1863 and 1864 in England and France on diplomatic business for the Confederacy and she drowned on October 1, 1864 off the coast of Wilmington, North Carolina. Her body was recovered and she was buried in Wilmington.

Slaves and soldiers started to build what is called the “Dimmock Line” in 1862 and work continued with slave and free black labor until early 1864.
