Multiple rings cut into the Triple-Shock X-Bullet’s circumference set it apart from other all-copper X-Bullets. These rings relieve pressure as the bullet passes through the bore, allowing higher velocities and virtually eliminating copper fouling. Customers report superb accuracy. 

“I’ve used Barnes’ Triple-Shock bullets to take a mule deer in Montana, a large whitetail in Saskatchewan and a New Mexico pronghorn buck,” says outdoor writer Clair Rees. “All were instant one-shot kills. The bullets caused massive internal damage before exiting, and the animals died on the spot as though struck by lightning. I’ve never seen deadlier performance on game. Triple-Shock bullets delivered minute-of-angle accuracy in all three rifles used on these hunts.”
