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Weeds Gone Wild are plants introduced into new areas outside their native ranges that have become invasive
in natural habitats. Introduced plants are also referred to as alien, exotic, non-native, and non-indigenous.
Native plants occur in a particular habitat and ecosystem as a result of natural forces, excluding human activities.
“Invasive plants crowd out native species when introduced to new habitats. They reproduce and spread rapidly__#
because they lack the natural controls present in their native lands.
