2. Suitable for inclusion in the national park system
combination of themes/ resources not found in any other national park units

3. Feasible roles: manage in collaboration with partners; provide
technical assistance for conservation and recreation planning; limited
land acquisition
« ‘“traditional” NPS park with extensive NPS land ownership is not feasible

4. Need for NPS Management: NPS coordination/collaboration is best option

Regional National Recreation, larger collaboratively managed NPS unit, partnership with USFS
and others, conservation and recreation planning assistance to communities
