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Park Fire Management Plan Decision
Now Available
The National Park Service has issued a Finding of No Significant Impact documenting its final decision on fire management activities and projects for the next five years in Redwood National and State Parks.

The parks will undertake a series of activities and projects to manage fire in a safe and effective manner to reduce risks from wildfire to park resources and to areas outside the parks.  Fire management activities are intended to protect park resources and adjacent private lands and communities.  These activities include fuels treatment and hazardous fuel reduction projects near Berry Glen north of Orick, along Bald Hills Road, and near Hiouchi.  
The parks also are planning prescribed burns in the Bald Hills, Boyes Prairie in Prairie Creek Redwoods State Park, three coastal prairies, and the Little Bald Hills south of Hiouchi to restore fire adapted ecosystems and cultural landscapes. 
Other fire management activities are planned for prevention and suppression of wildfires, such as preparing administrative roads for emergency access by large fire trucks, installing portable water tanks, and clearing heavy fuels from around historic structures.
