Summary:  The Ancient Redwood Forest and Watershed Restoration Project will restore previously disturbed park land by thinning overstocked second-growth forests and preventing erosion from abandoned and failing logging roads.  Support from the centennial challenge will strengthen the existing, innovative public-private partnerships to achieve the successful restoration of park lands. Because the project will repair damage to relatively resilient forest communities, they are sustainable in design and will provide for a number of ecosystem services such as clean water and habitat for threatened and endangered species.
