PURPOSE OF THE PLAN

The elk herd in the vicinity of RMNP and Estes Park is
larger, less migratory, more concentratedand than it
would be under natural conditions. This has resulted in:

Declining aspen and willow communities and grasslands
grazed at high levels.

The herd concentrates in areas of RMNP and Estes
Park in the winter, where elk vegetation, causestrip
property and pose an increasing tothreatdamage,
tourists and residents.

NEED FOR THE PLAN



Rocky Mountain
National Park

1.Restore and/or maintain the elk population to what
would be expected under natural conditions to the
extent possible.

2.Restore and/or maintain the natural range of
variation in vegetation conditions on the elk range, to
the extent possible.

3.Opportunistically collect information to understand
chronic wasting disease.

4.Ensure that strategies and objectives of this
plan/EIS do not conflict with those of chronic
wasting disease management.

5.Continue to provide elk viewing opportunities.

6.Recognize the natural, social, cultural, and economic
significance of the elk population.
