On September 4, 1915, thousands of people gathered in Horseshoe Park to 
celebrate the dedication of America’s newest playground, Rocky Mountain 
National Park. Signed into law on January 26 of that same year by President 
Woodrow Wilson, Rocky Mountain National Park would forever protect the 
incredible resources found within its boundaries so that future generations might 
also benefit from its beauty and wildness. 

Over the years, Rocky Mountain National Park has continued to delight and 
inspire visitors from down the street and around the world with spectacular 
scenery and recreational opportunities. 

As the 100 year anniversary of its creation approaches, Rocky Mountain National 
Park will be planning events and working with partners and surrounding 
communities to commemorate the events and relationships that have made the 
park what it is today.
