San Antonio Missions National Historical Park will be hosting special activities related to Dia de los Muertos (Day of the Dead) on Thursday, November 1, through Sunday, November 4 at Mission San Jose. Day of the Dead traditions have been observed for generations in certain cultures throughout the world. San Antonio Missions National Historical Park will hold activities and exhibits to explain the history behind this celebration, its symbols, and the relevance it holds in our communities today.  

Examples of traditional “ofrendas,” or Day of the Dead altars, will be on display in the Visitor Center at Mission San Jose, and in the convento at Mission San Juan. In addition, staffed exhibits explaining the history of items used in this celebration such as marigold flowers, papel picado and paper skeleton puppets will be held in the Mission San Jose compound each day. Visitors will have the opportunity to create their own Day of the Dead crafts. These activities are free to the public.
