Experience and enjoy vintage Model T Fords in San Antonio Missions National Historical Park! The T-Ford of Texas Model T Club, the National Park Service and Los Compadres are co-sponsoring a Model T Cruise around the San Antonio Missions on Saturday, September 12 from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. The event will focus on historical activities that took place at the missions during the Model T era in the early 20th century. This was around the time the citizens of San Antonio started the restoration of the four missions.


The cruise will begin at 9:00 a.m. at Mission Concepción where visitors will have an opportunity to look at the collection of historic cars and visit with their owners. The caravan will then proceed on a driving tour of all four missions. National Park Service Rangers will be at each historic site to provide interpretive activities and interesting tidbits of history regarding the restoration of the missions. Photo opportunities abound at each mission site including the Espada Dam and Aqueduct.


Visitors will also have the opportunity for a ride in a Model T at Mission San José around the picnic grounds. Get your picture taken inside a Model T in front of Mission San José, the “Queen of the Missions.” Donations for the rides and photos will be given to Los Compadres to assist them in their efforts to preserve the San Antonio Missions National Historical Park and develop it into America’s premier national park.   


The cruise will end at Mission San José at approximately 3:00 p.m. with an awards ceremony. Scott Bentley, Park Superintendent, and Murphy Emmons, Los Compadres Chairman of the Board, will present the drivers with certificates of appreciation.

Congress created the San Antonio Missions National Historical Park in 1978. The national park preserves and interprets the largest concentration of Spanish colonial resources in America. There is no admission for this park and it is open daily from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.   Los Compadres is the non-profit support group to the San Antonio Missions National Historical Park. Chartered in 1983, Los Compadres has raised over $3.8 million for preservation, rehabilitation, education and development projects for which no government funds are available.
