            The USAA musical groups are composed predominantly of USAA employees who volunteer their time to rehearse and perform at numerous functions throughout the year.  The singers and instrumentalists come from all areas of the insurance and financial services association and enjoy sharing their talents and skills with thousands each year in San Antonio area performances.
