1) What would you like to happen in each space that you create? It may include for example:

2) What natural and human made elements could help you create that space? You might include some of the following elements.

3) Draw items on your map, benches, fountains, plantings, sculptures, etc., from a birds-eye-view.  
4) After you rough out a sketch, use graph paper to make a finished map of your garden to scale.  
5) Use a thin black sharpie for outlines and colored pencils for shading. 
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Use different shades of green to differentiate between tall, medium and low foliage. 
7) Create a Key, or Legend so others can read your map.
