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Special Sculpture Workshop for Teachers

Learn the process of sculpture at the home and studios of one of America’s greatest artists-Augustus Saint-Gaudens (1848-1907). Hands on lesson plans in art can enrich your teaching of history, mathematics, or language arts. Create a design for a new coin, a portrait relief, or a figure in the round, and then teach your own students how art plays a part in portraying history, building national pride and celebrating our heritage. Through first-hand artistic process, teachers and students form a personal connection to concepts, people and events in history. 
The workshop will begin with a discussion and an introduction to the sculpture of Augustus Saint-Gaudens and the sculpture process, with an emphasis on the design of coinage.  We will then proceed to the studio area to begin work. There will be approximately 2 ½ hours of studio time, with an optional viewing of the film, The Medal Maker: Master Sculptor Laura Gardin Fraser. The film details the complete process of medallic art and can be used in the classroom as a pre or post lesson to a class visit to Saint-Gaudens.  The workshop will include small group discussions focused on integration of the sculpture process into your current curriculum and the state standards addressed by including sculpture in your lesson plans. Additional lesson plans available through Saint-Gaudens for grades 3-6 include: Augustus Saint-Gaudens, an American Sculptor and Sculpture. Grades 7-12 lesson plans include: The Gilded Age, The Cornish Colony, and Sculpture. 
The workshop will be taught by sculptor, William J. Williams and Educator, Bess Klassen-Landis. Williams has over thirty years experience as a figurative sculptor and has been the sculptor in residence at Saint-Gaudens National Historic Site for the past four years. Williams taught sculpture and art at Columbia College and the Memphis College of Art.  He recently completed 25 portrait sculptures for the Hall of Famous Missourians, located in the Missouri State Capitol.  Klassen-Landis works as an Educational Specialist at Saint-Gaudens National Historic Site and has taught elementary art in the public schools for the past ten years. She has offered classes for teens and adults in the community and has designed and led teacher workshops.
