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Sensitive Chaos,   Paintings by Jesse Pollock
At Saint-Gaudens National Historic Site

Cornish, NH –The opening exhibition at the Picture Gallery at Saint-Gaudens National Historic 
Site, will highlight paintings by New Hampshire artist, Jesse Pollock. The public is invited to an opening reception in the Picture Gallery, Saturday, May 26, 2012, from 4:30-6:00 p.m., with a talk by the artist at 5:00 p.m. The reception and artist talk are free and open to the public. The exhibition will be on view daily 9:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. from May 26 through July 8, 2012 

Jesse Pollock produces richly textured landscape paintings and luminous photo-based images which are sensuous and evocative and especially appealing for their tactile surfaces and radiant light.
Pollock finds inspiration in landscapes important to her, like Mount Monadnock, not far from her studio in New Hampshire, in Florida where she has spent winters, and during visits to Italy's countryside. Originally a sculptor by training, Pollock incorporates intriguing objects on her painted surfaces: manmade hardware, like old pulleys and wires, as well as bleached bones, bird nests, eggs, shells and rocks.

Jessie Pollock's career had been marked by transitions - first as a sculptor and then during the last fifteen years as a painter of portraits, still life and landscapes.  A new direction for Pollock is the arrangement of small photographic images that she pairs with fragments of antique clothing.
