Saint-Gaudens National Historic Site
Observes New Hampshire Archaeology Month


 Cornish, NH –  On October 12, 13 and 14, Saint-Gaudens NHS will observe New Hampshire Archaeology Month with a demonstration of non-invasive archaeological techniques on the buried foundations of the Studio of the Caryatids  with National Park Service archaeologist, William Griswold, Ph.D.

When most people think of archaeology, excavations with shovels and screens come to mind. During the three-day investigation of the Studio of the Caryatids at Saint-Gaudens, some very different techniques will be on display.  Archaeologists will be using geophysical instruments to detect what is in the ground without excavating.  Dr. Griswold will be using a Ground Penetrating Radar, a Magnetometer and a Resistance Meter to detect the remains of Augustus Saint-Gaudens’s studio that burned to the ground in 1944. Visitors are invited to visit the site to see these technologically-advanced archaeological techniques in action.

Saint-Gaudens National Historic Site is located off NH Route 12A, just north of the Cornish-Windsor covered bridge. The site celebrates the studios and home of the great American sculptor, Augustus Saint-Gaudens.
