CONDITIONS OF THIS AUTHORIZATION

1. The holder is prohibited from knowingly giving false information. To do so will be considered a breach of conditions and be grounds for revocation: [RE: 36 CFR 2.32(a)(3)].

2. The holder shall exercise this privilege subject to the supervision of the park area Superintendent. The holder shall comply with all applicable laws and regulations of the area and terms and conditions of the authorization. The holder must acquire all permits or licenses of State or local government, as applicable, necessary to provide the services described above, and, must operate in compliance with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws and regulations, including, without limitation, all applicable park area policies, procedures and regulations.  The commercial services described above are to be provided to park area visitors at reasonable rates and under operating conditions satisfactory to the park area Superintendent.

3. This authorization is issued upon the express condition that the United States, its agents and employees shall be free from all liabilities and claims for damages and/or suits for or by reason of any injury, injuries, or death to any person or persons or property of any kind whatsoever, whether to the person or property of the (holder), its agents or employees, or third parties, from any cause or causes whatsoever while in or upon said premises or any part thereof during the term of this authorization or occasioned by any occupancy or use of said premises or any activity carried on by the (holder) in connection herewith, and the (holder) hereby covenants and agrees to indemnify, defend, save and hold harmless the United States, its agents, and employees from all liabilities, charges, expenses and costs on account of or by reason of any such injuries, deaths, liabilities, claims, suits or losses however occurring or damages growing out of the same.

4. Holder agrees to carry general liability insurance against claims occasioned by the action or omissions of the holder, its agents and employees in carrying out activities and operations under this authorization. The policy shall be at least  $300,000  and naming the United States of America, as additional insured. Holder agrees to have on file with the park copies of the above insurance with the proper endorsements.

5. Costs incurred by the park as a result of accepting and processing the application and managing and monitoring the authorization activity will be reimbursed by the holder. Administrative costs and estimated costs for activities onsite must be paid when the authorization is approved. If any additional costs are incurred by the park, the holder will be billed at the conclusion of the authorization.

6. Benefit – Neither Members of, nor Delegates to Congress, or Resident Commissioners shall be admitted to any share or part of this authorization or derive, either directly or indirectly, any pecuniary benefit to arise therefrom: Provided, however, that nothing herein contained shall be construed to extend to any incorporated company, if the authorization be for the benefit of such corporation.

7. This authorization may not be transferred or assigned without the written consent of the park area Superintendent.

8. This authorization may be terminated upon breach of any of the conditions herein or at the discretion of the park area Superintendent.


9. The holder is not entitled to any preference to renewal of this authorization except to the extent otherwise expressly provided by law. This authorization is not exclusive and is not a concession contract.

10. The holder shall not construct any structures, fixtures or improvements in the park area. The holder shall not engage in any groundbreaking activities without the express, written approval of the park area Superintendent.

11. The holder is to provide the park area Superintendent upon request (and, in any event, immediately after expiration of this authorization) a statement of its gross receipts from its activities under this authorization and any other specific information related to the holder’s operations that the park area Superintendent may request, including but not limited to, visitor use statistics and resource impact assessments.

12. The holder is to maintain an accounting system under which its accounts can be readily identified within its system of accounts classification. This accounting system must be capable of providing the information required by this authorization. The holder grants the United States of America and the Government Accountabiity Office access to its books and records at any time for the purpose of determining compliance with the terms and conditions of this authorization.


APPENDIX
SPECIAL PARK CONDITIONS
COMMERCIAL USE AUTHORIZATION

Administrative


1. The CUA Holder (and its representatives) and all participants authorized herein must comply with all of the conditions of the CUA, including all exhibits or amendments or written directions of the park superintendent.

1. This CUA is applicable only for the use of the area(s) and terms designated in the CUA.

1. The CUA Holder is required to carry a copy of this completed and approved CUA with them.

1. The CUA Holder or his/her designated representative is responsible for understanding the obligations of this CUA, including rules and regulations pertaining to the use of the resources (36 CFR, chapter 2).  A designated representative of the CUA Holder shall be any employee of the CUA Holder engaged in the use of this CUA.

1. Non-Exclusive Authorization - this CUA does not grant the CUA Holder exclusive use of any park area.  This CUA shall not be construed as limiting the obligation of the park superintendent to issue similar CUA’s at the request of other persons seeking to conduct the same or similar activities in the park.

1. The CUA Holder will not be considered a Concessioner to the National Park Service, and will have none of the rights and privileges as such.

1. Inspection and Monitoring – the park superintendent shall have the right to monitor CUA Holder’s tours, and inspect said tours for compliance with all aspects of this CUA.

1. Whenever possible, food items consumed during tours must be prepared prior to entering the park.  In the event food preparation does occur inside the park, such preparation must adhere to U.S. Public Health Service acceptable procedures and practices for food handling, temperature control, storage, personal hygiene, milk and dairy products sanitation, dish washing, and precautions that will reduce the risk of rodent, insect, and animal infestation in food storage areas.  Food preparation operations are subject to review and inspection by a representative of the U.S. Public Health Service or park staff trained in food handling inspection techniques for food service establishments.

1. This CUA will be managed and supervised by the Chief Ranger.  The chief ranger can be reached by phone at (520) 733-5111.


Safety

1. In the event of an emergency while in the park, CUA Holder representative or guest should call 9-1-1.  An accident resulting in property damage (including CUA Holder vehicles), personal injury or death shall be reported to the park as soon as possible (36 CFR 2.33, 3.4 and 4.4).  For the Rincon Mountain District (east district), the visitor center phone number is (520) 733-5153.  For the Tucson Mountain District (west district), the visitor center phone number is (520) 733-5158.  

1. Any threatening or unusual encounters with wildlife shall be reported as soon as possible.

1. The CUA Holder shall provide necessary equipment appropriate to the size of the group, or as required by law, for emergency first aid care.  A first aid kit must be available and adequate to treat minor injuries.  All tour guides will have current, valid certification in basic first aid and CPR.

1. To the extent possible, the CUA Holder shall be responsible to see that all members of their groups are safely equipped and properly clothed prior to the activity or tour.


Payment and Fees

1. This CUA will require the advance payment by the holder of a minimum fee of $275.  The park may determine additional monitoring costs.  These monitoring fees reflect the actual costs incurred by the park to monitor and/or perform needed functions to properly manage the CUA.  The park will evaluate the cost of monitoring, calculate the amount, if any, and prepare a bill of collection.

1. Entrance Fees - entrance fees are applicable and shall be in accordance with current regulations for commercial operations.  The CUA Holder shall be responsible for paying applicable entrance fees to the National Park Service at either the Rincon Mountain District entrance station (or visitor center), or the Tucson Mountain District’s Red Hills Visitor Center, or as otherwise directed.


Indemnification

1. The CUA Holder shall purchase at a minimum the types and amount of insurance as stated herein and agrees to comply with any revised insurance limits the park superintendent may require during the term of this CUA.

1. The CUA Holder shall provide the park superintendent with a Certificate of Insurance (and endorsement if applicable) at the inception of the CUA and annually thereafter, and shall provide the park superintendent thirty (30) days advance written notice of any material change n the CUA Holder’s insurance program hereunder.

1. The park superintendent will not be responsible for any omissions or inadequacies of insurance coverage and amounts if such provide to be inadequate or otherwise insufficient for any reason whatsoever.


Reports and Schedules Required

1. The CUA Holder is required to submit a MONTHLY visitor use summary report to the CUA coordinator, by the 7th of each month.  Failure to supply these reports could result in revocation or non-renewal of your CUA.

1. The CUA Holder shall submit an ANNUAL report by requested due date that summarizes total in-park visitor use and individual gross revenues for the years as a result of operating in the park.  Failure to complete the annual survey by the due date could result in revocation or non-renewal of your CUA.

Rates and Advertising

1. The National Park Service will not approve the rates of the CUA Holder.

1. This authorization does not authorize the CUA Holder to advertise, solicit business, collect any fees, or sell any goods or services on lands owned and controlled by the United States of America.

1. The CUA Holder must obtain prior approval from Saguaro National Park for any public information releases which refer to the Department of Interior, any bureau or employee (by name or title), or this agreement.  The specific text, layout, photographs, etc. of the proposed release must be submitted with the request for approval.

1. The CUA Holder and its representative shall not publicize, or otherwise circulate, promotional material (such as advertisements, sales brochures, press releases, speeches, still and motion pictures, articles, manuscripts or other publications) which state or imply Governmental, Departmental, Bureau or Government employee endorsement of a product, service, or position which the CUA Holder represents.  No release of information relating to this agreement may state or imply that the Government approves of the CUA Holder’s work product or service, or considers the CUA Holder’s work to be superior to other products and services.


Outdoor/Wilderness Ethic

1. The area(s) authorized for use under this CUA must be left in substantially the same condition, if not better, as it was prior to the activities authorized herein, with all refuse properly disposed of or otherwise as required by the park superintendent.

1. The CUA Holder shall communicate to each visitor, family, or group they are providing service to the principles of “Leave No Trace.”  Additional Leave No Trace information can be obtained from the Chief Ranger, or on-line from the Leave No Trace Center for Outdoor Ethics website at www.lnt.org.

1. All trash and garbage will be carried out of the park, or properly disposed of in park-provided receptacles.  Do not bury trash.

1. Where available, human body wastes shall be disposed of at designated locations or in fixtures provided for those purposes.  Where no facilities exist, human body waste shall be properly disposed of more than 100 feet from a water source, picnic area, trail, developed area or roadway, except as otherwise designated (36 CFR 2.14).


Traffic and Parking

1. Vehicles used in conjunction with this CUA shall not impede the flow of normal or emergency traffic.

1. Parking - parking in conjunction with all tours will only be allowed in areas where it is legally permissible.

1. This CUA does not guarantee, reserve, or otherwise give preference for parking, and no vehicles used in conjunction with activities authorized by this CUA may be driven or temporarily left in any areas not authorized for motor vehicle travel.

1. Parking/Loading/Unloading - long term parking (more than ½ hour) of trailers and vehicle is permitted only at the visitor centers, picnic areas or trailhead parking areas.


Use of Motor Vehicles

1. The authorized CUA Holder must meet the applicable requirements of the Federal Highway Administration (Interstate Commerce Commission) and applicable Department of Transportation – Motor Vehicle Division insurance and operating authority requirements for the State of Arizona.  If the authorized CUA Holder’s Federal or state authority is revoked for any reason, or suspended for any reason for a period longer than fifteen (15) days, this CUA is automatically revoked.  In this event, no notice of revocation is necessary.


Day Hiking Tours

1. Day hiking tours are permitted during day-light hours only.  Authorization for night-time tours must be requested in advance, and will be considered on a case-by-case basis.

1. Tour Leaders – an employee(s) of the CUA Holder designated as the tour leader shall hike with each group to monitor adherence to special conditions, and to other touring concerns.

1. Safety/safety equipment – the CUA Holder must brief all of their guests on proper and safe hiking practices, as well as procedures in the event they become separated from the group and/or lost.  

1. Group Size – group size for day hikes are limited to eighteen (18), including tour leader(s).  Larger groups must be broken into groups of eighteen (18), with starting times staggered by at least 30 minutes.  Groups cannot join together, except at trailhead areas. 

1. Hiking groups must stay on designated trails or major washes.  Off-trail hiking is only permitted above 4,500 feet in elevation.

1. The CUA Holder and their designated representative are responsible for understanding and complying with park rules and regulations (36 CFR, chapters 1, 2, 4 and 7).  In particular, the CUA Holder and their representatives will ensure compliance with the following resource-related regulations:

0. Enjoy wildlife from a distance - do not approach, touch, feed, harass or disturb wildlife.
0. Minimize noise levels, consistent with backcountry/wilderness ethics.
0. Fires are allowed only in government provided receptacles in picnic areas and some campgrounds (except Douglas Springs and Grass Shack).
0. The gathering of dead and down wood is authorized only in designated backcountry campsites where fires are permitted. 
0. Make sure fires are completely extinguished before departing.
0. The possession, destruction, defacing, disturbing from its natural state, or removal of any natural or cultural feature is prohibited.
0. Dogs, cats and other pets are prohibited on all trails in the park.

1. The CUA Holder and their representatives are prohibited from possessing firearms while in the park on guided hikes.

Bicycle Touring

1. Bicycle Touring is permitted during day-light hours only.  Authorization for night-time tours must be requested in advance, and will be considered on a case-by-case basis.

1. Bicycle Touring is permitted on week-days only (Monday through Friday), and will not be permitted on week-ends.

1. Tour Leaders - an employee(s) of the CUA Holder designated as the tour leader shall ride with each group to assist with bicycle adjustments, monitor adherence to the CUA’s special conditions, and to other touring concerns.

1. Safety/Safety Equipment - the CUA Holder must brief all riders on park regulations, route conditions, common bicycle etiquette, proper and safe techniques for controlling their bicycle, and emergency braking.  The wearing of bicycle safety helmets by all tour participants and employees while riding is mandatory.

1. Parking/Loading/Unloading - long term parking (more than ½ hour) of trailers and vehicle is permitted only at the visitor centers and picnic areas.  Long term parking is discouraged at all other access points.

1. Group Size - group size for bicycle tours are limited to ten (10), plus the tour leader(s).  Larger groups must be broken into groups of ten (10), with starting times staggered by at least 20 minutes.  Total group size must not exceed 40 bicycles per day.  Groups can rejoin at prearranged times and locations (picnic areas) where all can be easily accommodated. 

1. Guided mountain biking is only permitted on the Cactus Forest Trail between the loop drive and Hope Camp trail.  Mountain biking is only permitted when listed on page one of this CUA.

1. In order to check the spread of exotic plants, bicycles and vehicles entering the park shall be free of excessive mud, dirt or other debris capable of carrying exotic plant seed.

1. Picnic area sites cannot be reserved.  All sites on available on a first-come, first-served basis.

1. The CUA Holder and their representatives are responsible for understanding and complying with NPS, State of Arizona and Pima County regulations related to the operations of bicycles, and for conveying these regulations to their guests.  In particular, the CUA Holder and their representatives will ensure compliance with the following:

0. Stay in control of your bicycle at all times.
0. Travel on designated roadways only. 
0. Observe posted speed limits.
0. Comply with all posted traffic signs (stop, one-way, etc.) 
0. Keep to the right.  Pass slowly on the left, allowing plenty of space, and provide a verbal warning to those you are passing (vehicle, bicyclist, pedestrians).
0. Ride or walk bicycles single file.  Do not ride two or more bicycles abreast.
0. Do not obstruct roadways.  Use pull-outs where provided, or road shoulders when stopping.
0. Bicycles yield to pedestrians and equestrians.

Guided Equestrian Rides

1. Equestrian rides are permitted during day-light hours only.  Authorization for night-time rides must be requested in advance, and will be considered on a case-by-case basis.

1. Group Leaders/Wranglers - the CUA Holder will provide a minimum of one (1) leader/wrangler per group.  For groups over ten (10), the use of two (2) leaders/wranglers is recommended.

1. Group Size - each guided equestrian ride is limited to a maximum of fifteen (15) head of stock (including wrangler stock).  Larger groups must be broken into groups of fifteen (15), with starting times staggered by at least 30 minutes.

1. Total Stock per Day - a maximum of 30 head of stock is permitted per day.  Total stock use is limited to a maximum of 210 head of stock per week (Sunday through Saturday), except during the following holiday periods:  Thanksgiving week; Christmas holiday (two week period) President’s holiday week, and Spring Break (variable, usually the last two weeks of March).  During these holiday periods total stock use is limited to 315 head of stock per week, or a maximum of 45 head of stock per day.

1. Guided rides are authorized only for the trails listed on page one, section two.  Stock is not permitted off designated trails.

1. The CUA Holder agrees to not use stock on trails for at least 24 hours following a soaking rain, in order to prevent damage to trails.

1. If the CUA Holder takes guest on “loping rides,” such guest will be checked out in advance for adequate equestrian skill and ability to maintain control of their stock.  The leader of such rides will ensure that “loping rides” are conducted on trails or washes only when other park visitors (hikers or equestrians) are absent from the area. 

1. Safety/Safety Equipment - the CUA Holder must brief all riders on park regulations, route conditions, common equestrian etiquette, proper and safe techniques for controlling and stopping their stock.  The CUA Holder must make equestrian safety helmets available to all guests.  

1. Parking/Loading/Unloading - long term parking (more than ½ hour) of trailers and vehicle is permitted only at designated trailhead parking areas.  Long term parking is discouraged at all other access points.

1. In order to check the spread of exotic plants, vehicles entering the park shall be free of excessive mud, dirt or other debris capable of carrying exotic plant seed.

1. The CUA Holder and their representatives are responsible for understanding and complying with NPS regulations, and for conveying these regulations to their guests.  In particular, the CUA Holder and their representatives will ensure compliance with the following:

0. Stay in control of your stock at all times.
0. Ride on designated trails only. 
0. Grazing of stock is not permitted.  Stock feed, if needed while in the park, will be provided by the CUA Holder.  The use of weed-free horse feed is recommended.
0. Where stock hitch rails are provided, stock will be tied to them exclusively.  Stock must be tied up a minimum of 25 feet from all water sources.
0. Stock must not be ridden into archaeological sites.
0. Stock is not permitted in picnic areas.
0. Dogs, cats or other pets are prohibited on all trails within the park.
0. Use of Firearms, traps or other weapons designed to discharge a projectile are prohibited.
0. Enjoy wildlife from a distance – do not approach, touch, feed, harass or disturb wildlife.
0. Fires are allowed only in government provided receptacles in picnic areas.  Wood gathering is prohibited.
0. The possession, destruction, defacing, disturbing from its natural state, or removal of any natural or cultural feature is prohibited.

1. The following trails are closed to stock use in the park:

 Rincon Mountain District (east district)
0. Converse Trail
0. Tanque Verde Ridge Trail
0. Last ½ mile of the Rincon Peak Trail, from the hitch rail to the summit
0. Miller Creek Trail, from the trailhead to the Heartbreak Ridge Trail junction
0. Desert Ecology Trail
0. Freeman Homestead Trail
0. Douglas Springs Trail, from the trailhead to the Garwood Trail junction
0. Wildhorse Trail, south of the Carrillo Trail junction
0. All washes south of the Cactus Forest Loop Drive
0. All washes in the Rincon Valley “expansion area”
0. All trails and washes within the Cactus Forest Loop Drive

· Desert Discovery Trail
· Hugh Norris Trail
· Valley View Overlook Trial
· King Canyon Trail from the Sweetwater Trail junction to the Hugh Norris Trail junction

1. The Irvington Road access (off Old Spanish Trail), and trails within the Cactus Forest Loop Drive, are closed to commercial stock use.

1. The CUA Holder and their representatives are prohibited from possessing firearms while in the park on guided equestrian rides.
