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The following general categories of impacts have been identified for the Bioblitz: 
· trampling of natural resources and potential trampling of cultural resources in both districts of the park in the frontcounty, backcountry, and Wilderness; 
· disturbance and other minor impacts to certain vertebrate classes (birds, amphibians, reptiles and mammals); and 
· collecting of plant parts and invertebrates. 
To address these impacts, broad-scale mitigations for various BioBlitz activities include: 
· Education, including pre-visits with participating groups before, during, and after the BioBlitz about the park, its resources, regulations and their activities; 
· Supervision and oversight, by park staff and Ambassadors for all activities; 
· Site selection, study sites will be selected for appropriateness of the activity and with resource protection in mind; 
· Pre-planning, ongoing for the last year, to be summarized in Site Plans, maps and an Incident Action Plan, 
· Permits, to regulate activities, collection protocols. This information will be readily available to park staff, Ambassadors, scientists and all other participants. 
Specific mitigations to be performed before, during and after the Bioblitz:
· Potential impacts from Bioblitz inventory activities in or near riparian areas or wetlands (ie, trampling, contaminating, or otherwise disturbing water, aquatic habitats, or creatures) will be mitigated by education and close supervision of schoolchildren and the public. Stock will be kept away from water sources.

· The Park Cultural Resource Specialist (CRP) will review all proposed Bioblitz activities, identify potential impacts and develop site specific mitigations to protect cultural resources (ie, avoidance of certain archeological and/or historic structures or areas). 

· Any possible impacts to cultural resources that occur during the Bioblitz will be documented by the site manager and reported to the BB dispatcher. The dispatcher will report such incidents to the Operations section chief, who will report them to the CRS by the end of the day.

· General Natural Resources 
· Vertebrate capture and handling (no collecting) will follow specified and specialized procedures/protocols for amphibians, reptiles, small mammals, including bats, and birds. 
· No plants or plant parts shall be collected unless you have already been approved.
· Ground impacts (compacting soil, trampling vegetation and other resources, etc.) will be minimized through: 
· Information, Education and Supervision - Activity leaders and Ambassadors will be trained, and will pass on to and supervise schoolchildren and the public, about leave no trace and minimal impact hiking, identifying and avoiding microbiotic/cryptogamic soils, and protecting park resources; 
· Planning - Specific activities, including collecting, and the sites they will be conducted at, as well as group size, were carefully selected/determined to minimize resource impacts; 
· Restoration – Park staff will pre-visit and document site conditions prior to bioblitz, and conduct site rehab/restoration post bioblitz. 
· For the safety of BB participants, as well as wildlife, participants in backcountry bioblitz activities will be taught how to store food and otherwise behave so as not to attract bear or mountain lions, and what to do should they encounter them.
