l	 Paid employees of the National Park Service  
are excluded from contest participation.

l	Digital and film prints are acceptable. 

l	 Photos can be taken on federal, state, county,  
city, or other public agency property, so long as  
the photo is taken within the Santa Monica 
Mountains Zone which includes the Santa 
Monica Mountains National Recreation Area  
and associated watersheds and canyons.

l	Demonstrate good stewardship of the mountains 
by entering photos that depict approved visitor use 
and park resource protection per administering 
agency regulations.

l		 Winners will be asked to submit their digital file for   
NPS use. Photos may need to be cropped to fit or 
shown as a detail. 

l		 If people are visible in winning photos, the  
photographer will need to have releases from 
those people. Photo release forms available at: 
www.nps.gov/samo/photocontest.htm  
Note: If a private house or building is clearly  
identifiable in a photo, it too needs to have a 
release from the owner before NPS use.

l	 In the event of limited entries in a particular  
category, the number of winners will be reduced. 
Photographers are limited to one win per category.

l	 We will make every possible effort to safeguard  
the prints, but we can not be responsible in case of 
natural disaster or other unforeseen events.

Submission Format for Prints
l	 Photo submissions may be mounted or matted. 

Outer dimensions of the entire piece should not 
exceed 20” x 16” for a rectangular piece or  
17” x 17” for a square piece. If using  
self-positioning photomats, the front of the mat 
should have no sticky residue. Please do not use 
frames, glass, or plastic covers.
