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Temporary Closure of Monument Hill
General Information

Saturday, November 29, 2014 marks the 150th year since the Sand Creek Massacre occurred. This tragic event profoundly affected the Cheyenne and Arapaho Tribes, who would endure years of broken treaties and hostility before settling on reservations in Oklahoma, Wyoming and Montana. On November 7, 2000, Congress memorialized the massacre with the passage of PUBLIC LAW 106-465, An Act to authorize the Secretary of the Interior to establish the Sand Creek Massacre National Historic Site in the State of Colorado.

On Saturday, November 29, 2014, Cheyenne and Arapaho will gather at the park to remember those lost so long ago. At the request of Cheyenne and Arapaho tribal representatives, the Monument Hill section of the park will close temporarily to public use from 8am to 1pm for the purpose of allowing tribal members to hold traditional spiritual observances to honor those, who lost their lives during the massacre.

Section 9 of PUBLIC LAW 106-465, (Sec.9 (b) Conditions of Access (a)) permits the Secretary to grant temporarily the closing of portions of the site to protect the privacy of tribal members engaging in a traditional, cultural, or historic observance. Today we honor those Cheyenne and Arapaho, who perished here in an act of brutality 150 years ago, and ask for your patience and understanding.
