	Driving Engine
	A) Stopped traffic, vehicles across center line, obstacles and animals in road
	A1) Be aware of surroundings.  Drive at speeds that would allow a safe stopping distance.  

	Positioning Engine
	A) Fire, traffic, collision, etc.
	A1) Position engine for easy and quick exit, park off road with lights on.
A2) Use cones when needed. Use spotters or backers when needed.

A3) Chock wheels.

	Operating Engine
	A) Hearing loss, can’t hear others
	A1) Wear earplugs
A2) Use designated hand signals.

	Rolling Attack
	A) Injury, equipment damage
	A1) Practice operation often.
A2) Make sure everyone is in view. If not, stop engine immediately.

A3) Use spotter out front to make sure path is safe.

A4) Use designated signals

A5) Stay as close to fireline as possible.

	Drafting
	A) Debris clog
	A1) Use strainer on end of draft hose.

	 Removing hosepacks
	A) falling or twisting ankle from ladder or step 
	A1) Use handholds and do not turn while on ladder. 

A2) Hand packs to assisting firefighter. 

A3) Clean steps of dirt & oil.

	 Donning hosepacks
	A) Strained back or muscles
	A1) Be in good physical condition. 

A2) Have someone assist you with donning.

	Carrying hosepacks


	A) falling, tripping

B) strained back and muscles while on persons back.


	A1) Walk don't run. Slower is faster.  

A2) Ensure good footing.

A3) Look well ahead and plan a path.  Don't step on hose.
B1) Stand straight, don't overextend.

B2) Keep a good center of gravity.
