	Carrying Hazardous Materials
	1) Spill
	1. Know what you carry.
2. Read labels, MSDS, flammability level

3. Ask questions about the materials

	Lifting Hazardous Materials
	1) Spill
2) Injury to back, strain
	1. Do not handle if risk of spill
1. Use proper lifting techniques

	Applying Hazardous Materials
	1) Illegal substance
2) Contact with skin, eyes, lungs
	1. Obtain required permit
1. Wear proper PPE
2. Notify people in the area

	Storage of Hazardous Materials
	1) Storing materials together that should not be stored together
	1. Know proper storage techniques: Do not store in station – have a fuel storage area away from cabin
2. Secure propane tanks properly and hard line connections.
