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Man Collapses and Dies on Trail in Sequoia and Kings Canyon National Parks  

 

Sequoia and Kings Canyon National Parks – At approximately 4 p.m. on Friday, August 9, 2013, a 54-year-old 

man from San Diego, California, collapsed while hiking along New Army Pass in Sequoia National Park. 

Bystanders administered CPR while another bystander contacted a ranger in the area for assistance. Two 

rangers provided additional medical assistance, including advanced life support. The body of the man was 

recovered by helicopter at approximately 7:25 p.m.   
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
