Grant Tree Walk: This easy 1-hour, Y2-mile walk through the sequoia grove is suitable for all ages and fitness levels. Learn
about the giant sequoias and why people have been coming to Grant Grove for over 100 years. Meet in the Grant Tree

parking lot.

Hidden Worlds - Exploring the Caves of Sequoia and Kings Canyon: Join a ranger in the Discovery Room for a -
hour introduction to caving: the art, science, and adventure of exploring Earth’s last frontiers.

Little-known Giants: For those who have time for a longer walk with a ranger, we invite you to leave the bustle and
crowds behind and experience the serenity of the big trees on this moderate walk along one of Grant Grove’s less-visited
trails. Meet at the North Grove trailhead at the west end of the Grant Tree parking lot. 2 hours, 1%z miles. Bring water.

Mountain Lions - Should You Be Afraid? We are visitors in a place cougars call home. Although we need to be aware of
our surroundings, if we understand these wild cats, we need not walk in fear. Meet at the Kings Canyon Visitor Center to

learn more in this %2-hour talk.

Owls - Masters of the Night: Wherever you go in Sequoia and Kings Canyon, you are probably in the home of at least one
species of owl. Meet in the Discovery Room at the visitor center for a ¥2-hour talk to learn why owls are so successful.

Saunter in the Sequoias: Not your ordinary Grant Tree Trail experience! Join John Muir, as portrayed by ranger Frank
Helling, on this 1 hour, %2-mile stroll through the big trees. Meet at the Grant Tree parking lot.

Who Goes There? We may not see many of the animals that live in Kings Canyon National Park, but they leave behind
clues to their presence. Learn about animal tracking in this ’2-hour talk. Meet at the visitor center.
