WALKS & TALKS 
Birding 101: Want to learn more about the birds of Sequoia and Kings Canyon National Parks?  Meet Ranger 
Anna at the visitor center for an introduction to finding and indentifying birds. Binoculars recommended. 1 hour, 
up to ½ - mile walk. 
 

Grant Tree Walk: This easy walk through the sequoia grove is suitable for all ages and fitness levels. Learn about 
the giant sequoias and why people have been coming to Grant Grove for over 100 years. Meet in the Grant Tree 
parking lot. 1-hour, ½-mile.  
 

Ranger in the Grove: How big? How old? What happens in a fire? Look for a ranger-naturalist along the Grant 
Tree Trail to have all your giant sequoia questions answered.  informal, ongoing, 1 ½ hours
